· The new stainless-steel push-button station kits provide a new alternative to the plastic stations. The plastic stations had a high fail rate, due to cracking, poor seals, and breaking easily from daily use.
· The new station will be more durable, have a sleek new design, and will have a much better seal from water. These stations will directly replace the stations located on the PODs, and one on the wall (4 in total).
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Project Background:
The push button stations are a change for more durability in the standard stations. They use all stainless-steel construction with a fully around gasket to prevent water leaks. The new push button stations also attach to the PODs in a unique way, utilizing the POD panels to provide a sleek, flush design. The stainless push button stations will directly replace the plastic versions that are currently part of the standard offering, which are mounted to each POD and wall. The retrofit kits are recommended for sites that are currently experiencing issues with the current push button stations.
